Note: These instructions are written for Numbershark 3.05. Wordshark is installed in a similar way, with the following differences:

For “numbershark-shared” substitute “wordshark-shared”

For “numbershark-programs” substitute “wordshark-programs”

For “numbershark-public” substitute “wordshark-public”

For “numbershark3nrun.exe” substitute “wordshark3nrun.exe”    etc.

For Numbershark 4 versions, substitute “Numbershark4[…] where “Numbershark3[…] is mentioned.

Installation Instructions
Note that this places the whole program onto the server. If you have a wireless network and experience slow loading, please contact Wordshark Support for advice.
Before starting, ensure that there is not an earlier version of the program installed on each client machine. If there is, read the manual and the standard network install booklet for upgrade advice or contact Wordshark Support.

Log on as computer\network administrator. Insert the CD into the Server CD ROM drive. The CD will autorun, click ‘Exit’. Navigate through the CD root to the folder ‘Numbershark 3s’.
Copy the folder Numbershark 3 onto the shared area on the R:\ drive. Ensure the folder contains numbershark-public,programs,shared (‘Apps’ if present may be ignored)
Right-click on ‘Numbershark3nrun.exe’ in the ‘numbershark-programs’ directory and click ‘Send to - Desktop Create shortcut’. 
Right-click the shortcut and select Properties’.

Make sure the shortcut ‘target’ to Numbershark points to the right drive and the right directory. Modify the ‘Start in’ to point to the right directory (numbershark-shared on the Server).
Copy this shortcut to “CL2KSRV01\shortcuts$” which students can access.  

Permissions to folders

Once the ‘Numbershark 3s’ folder is copied, give subdirectories “numbershark-public” and “numbershark-programs” ‘read’ permission  for ‘everyone’ and give “numbershark-shared” ‘full access’ permission for ‘everyone’.
First Use

Ensure you are running from a client machine that has a soundcard. We suggest that as a double-check for permissions, you sign on as a pupil/restricted user.

Double – click the icon. The program will open and request the licence details. On entering the final digit, the licence screen will close, and you will be prompted to enter a user name. We suggest you sign on as “technician”.

You will be asked if you wish to become a Numbershark administrator. Say “yes”, and enter a suitably secure password when prompted. Note this on your network log.

The program will then open to the main screen. Go to “Admin”, “Add and Manage Students”.

Note – In version 4, additional “Sub-administrators” may be created – see the main manual for details

In the next screen, bottom left, “Set up a new administrator”. Create user names and passwords for the education staff that will be using the program. Note – If staff colleagues subsequently forget their own passwords, you may log onto the program, go to Admin / Add and Manage / View Other Administrators / Change password
Version 3.07 onwards has Shibboleth (active directory) logging on as an option. If your students each log onto Classlink individually, then check with the education staff if it would be helpful for you to add all students in “in bulk” for them.

To do this, obtain a .csv file of all student login IDs.

In Admin / Add and Manage Students screen, click “Add student” and “Import Student Names”. You will be prompted for the .csv file.
To turn on Shibboleth logging on, from the main program screen go to “Admin” and tick the box for “Automatic sign-on using user name”.

Check that, for each user, a .sha file has been created in the Numbershark-shared directory.

Note that from “Admin” you can access automatic and scheduled backing up and restore features (from v3.07). Unless your Classlink system is backed up daily, a daily back-up of “Numbershark-shared” is advisable.
